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PARKS AND RECREATION DEPARTMENT

The Parks and Recreation Department has the primary responsibility of providing for
the recreational needs of Cottage Grove residents. This mission is accomplished by
splitting its work tasks into two distinct functions, parks and recreation. The parks
function is concerned with the orderly development and maintenance of the City’s
park system. The recreation function is concerned with providing a wide range of
opportunities to residents of all ages and abilities.

These functions are monitored by a seven member Parks, Recreation and Natural
Resources Commission. This Commission serves in an advisory role to the City
Council and is responsible for conveying the attitudes and concerns of Cottage Grove
residents relative to the City’s parks and recreation programs and facilities.

Programs and facilities are made possible through cooperative efforts with park
maintenance, Cottage Grove Athletic Association, District 833 Community Education
Department, and other community service organizations.

The Recreation Department provides a
wide range of program offerings for both
youth and adults including: adult leagues,
supervised summer playground activities,
indoor and outdoor skating programs, teen
activities, and a variety of trips, tours, and
special events. The Department also offers
lesson programs in swimming, golf, tennis
and skating.

USE OF CITY FACILITIES

COTTAGE GROVE
ICE ARENA

The Cottage Grove Ice Arena, adjacent to
Park Senior High School, is owned and
operated by the City of Cottage Grove. The
arena features a full sized hockey rink and
a smaller studio rink allowing simultaneous
programming of different events. This
facility provides varied recreational
opportunities year-round.

COTTAGE GROVE ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION

The Cottage Grove Athletic Association Inc. is a volunteer organization dedicated to the
tasks of providing sports activities for the youth of Cottage Grove and surrounding
communities.

The CGAA is governed by an elected Board of Directors. These Directors meet regularly
to set policy and direction for the youth sports programs.

Programs currently being offered are baseball, softball, soccer, hockey, basketball, and
football.
